Music  (337-432-5161) about 13 miles southwest of Eunice (D.I.'s is a well know Cajun food restaurant situated in the "middle of nowhere" specializing in crawfish supplied by the crawfish ponds that surround the restaurant. A homey family restaurant full of locals dancing to live music (except Thursdays) and stuffing themselves with crawfish and catfish. Some items are not fried, but most are -- or they're stuffed or topped with a sauce -- and it's all good)
